SECTION 1: GAMES-STARTING TIMES

A. Game time for all Divisions is 6:00 p.m. 

B. Agreement from both coaches must be reached before a full inning will be allowed to start after 8:30 p.m.
C. The team batting at the plate is to furnish the baseballs for that portion of the inning. 

SECTION 2: GENERAL RULES

A. Consecutive Batting Order: All players present and on roster must be put into the batting order. In an attempt to provide fair play, coaches should attempt to alter their line-ups each game and allow the players to experience all of the different positions.  If a player arrives after the game has started, his/her name is added to the bottom of the batting order.

B. Substitutions: Free substitution applies. 
C. A player may be ejected from the game for disciplinary action. 
D. Games end after the third completed inning.
E. Score is not recorded in this division.
SECTION 3: Termination of the Game Due to Weather or Darkness


A game can be stopped due to weather or darkness. If both coaches decide they would like to have a make-up game scheduled, the Home Team coach should notify the division coordinator.  

SECTION 4: Pitching Rule


No player will be allowed to pitch in this division. 
One inning is equal to the round of team batters. 

SECTION 5: Conduct

Coaches and Umpires are responsible for the conduct of spectators and players from their area. If a player, coach, or spectator is ejected from the game, this person must leave the playing area. If the person still causes trouble, he/she will be asked to leave the park. Failure to comply with the above is cause for automatic forfeit for the offending person’s team and the game will be terminated. Reminder: No drinking of alcoholic beverages is allowed in the FP Rec league.

T-ball Equipment

A. Balls: Soft baseballs are to be used.

B. Bats: Any bat is permitted; this includes both wood and aluminum.

C. Gloves: All players must wear a mitt or a glove. A fielder must wear a finger glove. A catcher must wear a mitt or a finger glove. First baseman must wear a first baseman’s mitt or a finger glove.

D. Spikes: May be worn excluding metal ones. Anyone caught violating this rule will be suspended from the game.

E. Helmets: Each player must wear a protective helmet with a mask while batting, while in the batting circle, or while base-running.

F. Catchers: All catchers must wear a protective mask, chest protector, outside knee protectors, a throat protector and a protective helmet.
